 Teacher Education Program (TEP): MAT candidates must apply for admission to TEP before the end of the

second semester and fulfill all TEP requirements. Candidates must have a 3.0 graduate GPA to be

admitted to TEP and maintain a 3.0 GPA while in the graduate program. 

 Licensure Exams: Candidates are required to pass Praxis II exams in order to be licensed to teach in

Tennessee.
